TENNIS VICTORIA PLAYER REGISTRATION FEE:  A fee of $28 (individual membership), or $98 (family membership) is payable to Tennis Victoria for all members if Glenburn is your primary facility.  A component of this fee includes personal accident insurance. Details of insurance cover will be sent to you with your player registration card and can also be found on the Tennis Victoria website: www.tennis.com.au. 

VISITORS’ FEES are currently $5 Senior and $3 Junior.  Visitors’ fees must be paid prior to commencement of play.  Payment must be completed on the appropriate envelope with details and placed in the visitors’ box, near the front kitchen door, before walking onto a court
